COUNCIL CALENDARING 
 

Mayor Fisicaro discussed moving the City Council meeting in August to the 23rd of 
August.  She noted many cities cancel one of their summer meetings.  Council 
members and City Manager discussed moving items onto the July and September 
agendas, keeping the August agenda light, and possibly canceling the August 
meeting.  If there is an August meeting it will be on August 23, with the next 
meeting being September 13.  Staff will review plans for future agendas and discuss 
with Council.   
 
Mayor Fisicaro expressed appreciation to Staff for sending out a revised Allied 
Waste recycling pick up schedule.  There was a lot of confusion among the 
residents, and missed pick ups, but the new schedule has helped clarify things.  
Mayor Fisicaro also directed staff to begin to track any calls or complaints about 
garbage and recycling collection. 
 
Mayor Fisicaro noted that Legislative Action Day is on May 17; however no Council 
members will be attending. She asked if anyone would be attending the Council of 
Cities Dinner in Atherton on May 19th, and reminded Council that the Colma 
Gymnasium ribbon cutting would be held on May 20th.   
 
Councilmember Silva informed Council and Staff that he will not in attendance at 
the June 14th meeting, as he and his wife are celebrating their 25th wedding 
anniversary.    
 
City Manager McGrath said that the Chamber of Commerce bowling night was very 
enjoyable and reported that the Town of Colma’s team won the award for best t-
shirts.  Mayor Fisicaro thanked the t-shirt artist, Patrick Yu.   
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REPORTS 
 

City Manager McGrath stated that Council has a policy of reporting out on events 
and meetings that they have attended, and asked if any Council members had a 
report.  
 
Mayor Fisicaro attended the ABAG Spring General Assembly at the Moscone Center 
in San Francisco.  The topic was Managing Risk through Public Policy in Earthquake 
Country. 
 
Councilmember Formalejo attended the District 8 State Senate Candidates debate at 
Coyote Point.  Candidates Leland Yee, Mike Nevin and Lou Papan debated.  
Transportation problems and the health initiative were among the topics addressed.  
Councilmember Formalejo also attended the County’s Office of Emergency Services 
(OES) meeting where the budget was finalized and approved and the organization 
of the hazardous materials team was discussed.   Councilmember Formalejo 
participated in the Filipino Democratic Caucus in Sacramento, and met several 
candidates for State offices while he was in the Caucus’s “Welcome” suite.   
 
Councilmember Silva attended the CCAG legislative committee meeting and asked 
about when the next required Ethics Training (AB 1234) was being offered.    

 
Councilmember Vallerga was in attendance at the retreat for the Peninsula Traffic 
Congestion Relief Alliance.  They discussed planning for the future.  
 
Mayor Fisicaro directed Staff to look into a policy that Councilmember would 
reimburse the Town in situations where a Councilmember is unable to attend an 
event, payment has already been made by the Town to secure their reservation, 
and another Councilmember is unable to attend in their place.
